Division Specifications

MINI-STIRRUP DIVISION: open to riders 10 years and younger. May not cross enter
in a canter class. Never to have jumped at a horse show.

SHORT STIRRUP DIVISION: open to riders 12 years of age and younger. It is an
equitation division with points to follow the rider. 18" verticles.

BEGINNER RIDER DIVISIONS: open to all ages. Riders must not have won 3 blue
ribbons in any performance or equitation class, with the exception of 4-H, leadline, or
mini-stirrup. 18" crossrails.

PRE-CHILDREN / PRE-ADULT EQUITATION DIVISION: open to all riders who
have not won 6 blue ribbons in any hunter class over fences. Short Stirrup and
Beginner Rider classes not to count. Fences at 2'. May not cross-enter into 3' division,
or have shown over2' 6".

LEADLINE: open to children 7 years of age and under. Not ECSJ pointed.

PLEASURE DIVISION: open to all horse and ponies. Ponies must possess a valid
ECSJ or USEF measurement card. Adults may ride poines.

BABY GREEN HUNTER DIVISION: open to horses and ponies in their first and
second years of showing. Fences 2'to 2' 3".

PRE-CHILDREN'S / PRE-ADULT HUNTER DIVISION: open to horses and ponies.
Ponies to jump 2', horse to jump 2'6".

CHILDREN'S / ADULT HUNTER: adult and children's horses to jump 3'.
Small/Medium ponies jump 2', Large ponies to jump 2'6".

LOW/WORKING HUNTER DIVISION: open to horses and ponies. Ponies may be
ridden by an adult, suitability to count. Specify fence height on entry blank. A horse or
pony may compete in only one section per show. Low to jump 2'6".

Working to jump 3'.

MARSHALL STERLING MEDAL: open to horses and ponies ridden by junior
member. Horses jump 3', small/med ponies jump 2', large ponies 2'6".

PEMBROOK FARM HUNTER DERBY: open to horses and ponies. 2°, 2°6”, 3°, your
choice.

BIT OF STRAW HUNTER CLASSIC: open to Pre-Children's and Pre-Adult Hunter
Riders. Open to ponies and horses 2'6.

LONG STIRRUP: open to Adult Riders with points to follow riders. 18" Crossrails.

Walk/Trot Division: open to all riders. May not cross enter in a canter class, never to
have jumped at a horse show.
